shows that you are looking 

family are the most 

important considerations, 

not the nuclear family’s 

ability to get ahead. 

 Who has the 

better approach?  Perhaps 

neither.  Maybe we should 

look at the situation from 

our own perspective and 

from others’ perspectives 

to get a better under-

standing.  Sometimes 

knowing someone else’s 

perspective is just as 

important as speaking the 

same language.
